
5. The two brackets are the same and can be used on 
either passenger or driver side of the truck bed.

6. Repeat steps 1-4 for the opposite side.

1. Remove the factory installed plastic hole covers 
located in the front and rear of the truck bed.

2. Unscrew the two center factory installed screws.
3. Line up bracket to three hole positions.
4. Install the bracket with the (2) center factory screws 

and one from installation kit provided.  Secure the 
bracket to the side of the truck bed by tightening the 
front, center and rear screws.

1. Line up the bracket so that the rear portion 
rests on top edge of pillar post.

2. Line up front and center holes.
3. Use the smaller screw for the center hole of 

the bracket, provided with the installation kit.
4. Use the larger screw for the front hole of the 

bracket, provided with the installation kit.
5. Secure bracket to the side of truck bed by 

tightening front and center screws.
6. Take the bolt out of middle rear pillar.
7. Take the “L” bracket, put it through the slot in the rail.  Install with one of the larger screws provided with the 

installation kit. (In Kit: 4 large screws and washers, 2 small screws and washers, 2 rails, 2 “L” brackets)
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
